Information about the KNI Initiatives undertaking in China.
1. List of KNI used in your country
In China’s Five-Year Plan (to be abbreviated as FYP), we could see a number of indicators which could be understood to be the KNI of China, which have been widely used in the evaluation upon the government’s performance. Every five year, the NPC shall approve the new FYP and each plan might have different portfolio of KNI. But one thing is clear; indicators could be classified into two groups: anticipated indicators and obligatory indicators. In the 12th FYP, there are 24 KNI, and among them 12 are anticipated and 12 are obligatory.

Among these indicators, anticipated indicators carry relatively less weight than the obligator indicators and the latter has more and more commonly used by the audit institutions in their daily work. 

The so-called Anticipated Indicators (also known as Predictive Indicators) refer to the development goals which are anticipated by the State and mainly realized by voluntary actions undertaken by the marketers. For these Anticipated Indicators, the government should create benign macro-environment and institutional and marketing environment, adjust direction and intensity of macro control at a timely manner, and comprehensively apply various policies to guide allocations of social resources in order to exert efforts for the realization of targets. 

The 12 Anticipated Indicators specified in the Outline of the 12th Five-Year Plan include:

· GDP to grow by 7 percent annually on average

· The value-added contribution by the service sector to GDP to increase to 47 percent 

· Urbanization level to reach 51.5 percent

· Registered urban unemployment rate to be kept no higher than 5 percent

· The per capita disposable income of urban residents to rise by an annual average of over 7 percent in real terms

· The per capita net income of rural residents to rise by an annual average of over 7 percent in real terms

· The average life expectancy to increase by one year

· Every 10,000 people to have 3.3 patents

· The number of new urban jobs to increase by 45 million

· Gross enrollment rate of the senior high school education to rise to 87 percent 
· Spending on R&D increase to 2.2% of GDP
· Efficient Utilization Coefficient of Agricultural Irrigation Water to reach 0.53
The so-called Obligatory Indicators (also known as Compulsory Indicators) refer to the indicators with clearer and intensified government responsibilities adhered, on the basis of Anticipated Indicators. They are also the working requirements put forward by the Central government to local governments or competent authorities within the Central government regarding public service or areas involving public interests. The duties to meet Obligatory Indicators shall be shared and fixed upon competent authorities. For example, each province, autonomous region and municipality shall bear the obligation to reach the indicators like CO2 emissions per unit of GDP, farmland reserves, the release of major pollutants, etc. For these Obligatory Indicators, the government shall ensure that they be reached by rationally allocating public resources and effectively using executive powers.

The 12 Obligatory Targets specified in the Outline of the 12th Five-Year Plan include:

· CO2 emissions per unit of GDP to reduce by 17 percent
· The release of major pollutants to reduce by 8 to 10 percent

· The proportion of non-fossil fuels in primary energy consumption to reach 11.4 percent
· Forest coverage rate to rise to 21.66 percent from 20.36 percent
· Forest stock to rise to 14.3 billion cubic meters from 13.7 billion cubic meters
· Nine-year compulsory education rate to rise to 93 percent (93 percent of school-aged children have access to the nine-year compulsory education)

· Annual growth rate of total population to be no more than 0.72 percent

· Construction and Renovation of 36 million apartments for urban low-income families

· Farmland reserves to be no less than 1.818 billion mu (about 121.2 million hectares)
· Water consumption per unit of value-added industrial output to be cut by 30 percent
· Population covered by the basic pension insurance in urban areas rise to 357 million
· Coverage of the three basic healthcare insurance schemes in urban and rural areas to rise by 3 percent annually

2. Methodology of the KNI development used in your country 
There is no an official document stipulating all the key national indicators in China, but in reality we do have cultivated a way of thinking towards development and how we should measure the economic development and social progress through the combined use of objectives, targets and indicators. This way of thinking is firstly interpreted in the Scientific Outlook on Development. To be exact, the Scientific Outlook on Development takes development as its essence, putting people first as its core, comprehensive, balanced and sustainable development as its basic requirement, and overall consideration as its fundamental approach. 

The Scientific Outlook on Development is then elaborated in the Outline of Five-Year Plan for Economic and Social Development (FYP) which is formulated by the State Council after the consultation with all the relevant ministries for every five year. China’s FYPs are blueprints: they provide overall objectives and goals related to social and economic growth and industrial planning in key sectors and regions. It shall give an elaboration of the major objectives for the next five years as well as a number of indicators attached. Meanwhile, based on the Outline of the FYP, the State Council shall also approve a series of special-purpose development outlines drafted by competent authorities, in the fields like education, health care, environmental protection, and social security. 

So from this perspective, the KNI in China is not a single document, but a complex web of Chinese policy-making, containing previously-implemented regional and long-term development plans and hundreds of targeted policy initiatives, all of which undergo constant review and revision over the course of the five-year cycle.

3. Data on KNI progress
Every five year, the State Council (the central government of China) shall formulate the FYP which contains the most important part of the public accepted KNI in the coming five years. As this FYP would be further elaborated into annual plan for China by National Development and Reform Commission of China, the progress of KNI for each year would also be reported by the same commission. So during the session of National People’s Congress (the Parliament of China) each year, National Development and Reform Commission shall prepare and submit a report on the Implementation of the Annual Plan for National Economic and Social Development and on the Draft Plan for National Economic and Social Development for the next year for review by the National People's Congress. Data on the progress of KNI contained in FYP could be collected from the website of National Development and Reform Commission or that of the National People’s Congress.
